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30 Da y Declarations to Biblical  Peace  

Day 1: God is with me 
 

ISAIAH 41:10   ”Don’t be afraid, for I am with you. Don’t be discouraged, for I am your God. I will 
strengthen you and help you. I will hold you up with my victorious right hand.” 
 

Today I will Declare:  God is present with me right here, right now. My God is upholding me, 

encouraging me and helping me to walk with Him into the victory He planned for me from the 
beginning. 
 

Day 2: No Fear 

 
PSALM 46:1-3   God is our refuge and strength, always ready to help in times of trouble.  So we will not 
fear when earthquakes come and the mountains crumble into the sea. Let the oceans roar and foam.  
Let the mountains tremble as the waters surge!  
 

Today I will Declare:  God is my shelter in the storm.  I will not live in fear of natural disasters.  I 

will trust God when my world is shaken. 
 

Day 3: Overcomer 
 
PSALM 112: 6-9   Such people will not be overcome by evil.   Those who are righteous will be long 
remembered. They do not fear bad news; they confidently trust the Lord to care for them. They are 
confident and fearless and can face their foes triumphantly. They share freely and give generously to 
those in need. Their good deeds will be remembered forever.  They will have influence and honor.  
 

Today I will Declare:  I will not be overcome by the evil in this world. God’s Good News is better 

than any bad news I can hear today. I am confident and fearless. I will position myself to freely extend 
God’s generous nature to those in need.  God has called me to be an influencer, not the influenced.  I 
walk in the place of honor God has designated for me. 
 

Day 4: God is Faithful 
ISAIAH 35:4   Say to those with fearful hearts,   ‘Be strong, and do not fear, for your God is coming to 
destroy your enemies.  He is coming to save you.’ 
 

Today I will Declare:  I will remind myself of God’s faithfulness to me. Today, I take strength in 

knowing the Lord will come through for me, yet again.  I will steady my heart in the testimonies of His 
goodness. 
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Day 5: Child of God 
 
ROMANS 8:15   So you have not received a spirit that makes you fearful slaves. Instead, you received 
God’s Spirit when he adopted you as his own children. Now we call him, “Abba, Father.”  
 

Today I will Declare:  I was never made to be a slave.  I am a child of the living God, who knows 

me and loves me dearly. I renounce the mindsets of an orphan and receive the identity of a beloved 
child.  My adoption is eternal and God’s love for me is unquenchable.  
 

Day 6: Secured 
 
ROMANS 8:38   And I am convinced that nothing can ever separate us from God’s love. Neither death 
nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither our fears for today nor our worries about tomorrow—not 
even the powers of hell can separate us from God’s love.  
 

Today I will Declare:  Nothing is powerful enough to separate me from God’s love.  I will 

acknowledge anything that tries to separate me from God- as a lie.  I choose today to partner with the 
truth.  Even my fears are not powerful enough to stop His love from me. 
 

Day 7: Protected 
 
PSALM 5:11   But let all who take refuge in you rejoice; let them sing joyful praises forever. Spread your 
protection over them, that all who love your name may be filled with joy.  
 

Today I will Declare:  Today I will intentionally take refuge in the Lord. My God is protecting me.   

I will choose to rejoice.  I will choose to sing. I will choose joy today. 
 

Day 8: My Strength 
 
PSALM 29:11   The Lord gives his people strength. The Lord blesses them with peace. 
 

Today I will Declare:  God Himself is giving me the strength I need today.  God Himself gives me 

many blessings.  Today, I receive His blessing of peace. 
 

Day 9: New Spirit 
 
2 TIMOTHY 1:7   For God has not given us a spirit of fear and timidity, but of power, love, and self-
discipline. 
 

Today I will Declare:   I will not bow to a spirit of fear and timidity.  I have been given a new spirit.   

I have been given a spirit of power, love and self-discipline. 
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Day 10: No Worry 
 
PHILIPPIANS 4:6-8   Don’t worry about anything; instead, pray about everything. Tell God what you need, 
and thank him for all he has done.  Then you will experience God’s peace, which exceeds anything we 
can understand. His peace will guard your hearts and minds as you live in Christ Jesus.  And now, dear 
brothers and sisters, one final thing. Fix your thoughts on what is true, and honorable, and right, and 
pure, and lovely, and admirable. Think about things that are excellent and worthy of praise.  
 

Today I will Declare:  Worry does not belong to me.  I commit to pray and let thankfulness fill my 

lips. I will experience the promise of more peace than I can understand. God Himself is the guard over 
my heart and my mind.  I will set my mind on these things: truth, honor, righteousness, purity, the 
lovely, the admirable, the excellent and what is worthy of praise. 
 

Day 11: Peace in my Land 
 
LEVITICUS 26:6   “I will give you peace in the land, and you will be able to sleep with no cause for fear. I 
will rid the land of wild animals and keep your enemies out of your land.” 
 

Today I will Declare:  I will not live in fear of a threat to my safety, a threat to my family or 

property.  I have cause to trust in the Lord. Wherever my feet go and wherever I rest, I carry the peace 
that the Lord has given to me. No threat will cause me to abandon the gift of peace God has appointed 
for me. 
 

Day 12: Blessed 
 
NUMBERS 6:24-26   “May the Lord bless you and protect you. May the Lord smile on you and be gracious 
to you. May the Lord show you his favor and give you his peace.” 
 

Today I will Declare:  The Lord has mandated a blessing for me today.  I live blessed and 

protected. The Lord is happy with me and gracious to me.  God has given me the gift of His favor and 
His peace. 
 

Day 13: From Victory 
 
JOHN 16:33   “I have told you all this so that you may have peace in me. Here on earth you will have 
many trials and sorrows. But take heart, because I have overcome the world.” 
 

Today I will Declare:  I will find my peace in Jesus Christ.  When my circumstances try to scatter 

my mind, I will remember my Savior. I will take courage by His victory over all the things of the world.  
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Day 14: Sleep 
 
PSALM 4:8  In peace I will lie down and sleep, for you alone, O Lord, will keep me safe. 
 

Today I will Declare:  I choose not to fear sleep, going to sleep, being off guard or rest.  God 

Himself is watching over me.  As an act of faith, I will choose to rest in Him. 
 

Day 15: Presence 
 
PSALM 16:11  You will show me the way of life, granting me the joy of your presence and the pleasures 
of living with you forever. 
 

Today I will Declare:  My God has not withheld His presence from me.  In salvation, I first heard 

Him (Romans 10:14). Now daily, I will take pleasure in living with my God.  He will guide me in the way 
of life and give me joy as I spend time with Him. 
 

Day 16: Peacemaker 
 
MATTHEW 5:9   God blesses those who work for peace, for they will be called the children of God. 
 

Today I will Declare: God has called me His child and has called me to work for peace.  God has 

prepared a blessing for me as I work for peace today.  I will walk in the blessing God has prepared for 
me and faithfully work for peace. 
 

Day 17: An Examined Life 
 
PSALM 139:23-24   Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my anxious thoughts.  
Point out anything in me that offends you, and lead me along the path of everlasting life. 
 

Today I will Declare:  God knows everything about me and still loves me. I will boldly present 

every part of myself to God.  If anything in me is offensive to God, I will take joy in learning to walk in 
His ways. 
 

Day 18: Fixed on Him 
 
ISAIAH 26:3   You will keep in perfect peace all who trust in you, all whose thoughts are fixed on you!  
 

Today I will Declare:  God didn’t just promise me peace, but perfect peace.  Today I will do my 

part to fix my mind on the Lord, knowing He is faithful to fulfill His promise to me- perfect peace! Any 
time my mind turns towards anxious thought, I will choose, to the best of my ability, to continually 
reset my mind on God.

gift.  Today, I choose to receive this gift. God I declare that you are the only source of true peace in the 
world.  I do not have to live troubled or afraid because of the gift my God has given me.  Today I will 
live with the peace of mind and heart that God has given to me. 
 

Day 21: Lord of Peace 
 
JUDGES 6:24   And Gideon built an altar to the Lord there and named it Yahweh-Shalom (which means 
“the Lord is peace”). The altar remains in Ophrah in the land of the clan of Abiezer to this day.  
 

Today I will Declare:  God is still “The Lord of Peace.”  Today, in my life, I will create ways to 

remember God as The Lord of Peace.  If any time of my life or any area of my life is lacking peace, I will 
invite the Lord of Peace to reign over that situation. Lord of Peace have your way in my life today! 
 

Day 22: Doing good 
 
ROMANS 2:10   But there will be glory and honor and peace from God for all who do good—for the Jew 
first and also for the Gentile. 
 

Today I will Declare:  I claim the peace of God as I do His good works today.  I claim the honor 

and the glory that God has promised as I give my energy, time, talents and resources to the things on 
God’s heart. 
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Day 23: Live in Peace 
 
ROMANS 12:18   Do all that you can to live in peace with everyone. 
 

Today I will Declare:  I will do my part to live peaceable today.  I will conquer evil by doing good 

and let God be the one to take revenge. Today I will work hard, serve, love well, bless others and live 
humbly. 
 

Day 24: Filled up 
 
ROMANS 15:13   I pray that God, the source of hope, will fill you completely with joy and peace because 
you trust in him. Then you will overflow with confident hope through the power of the Holy Spirit.  
 

Today I will Declare:  God is my source of hope.  He will fill me today with joy and peace as I trust 

in Him.  I have an overflow of confident hope in the power of the Holy Spirit. 
 

Day 25: First Priority 
 
MATTHEW 6:33   Seek the Kingdom of God above all else, and live righteously, and he will give you 
everything you need. 
 

Today I will Declare:  I will seek the Kingdom of God more than any other thing. I have everything 

I need to live a righteous life.  God will take care of all the things I need, my worries and anxieties as I 
seek Him first. 
 

Day 26: United 
 
EPHESIANS 4:3   Make every effort to keep yourselves united in the Spirit, binding yourselves together 
with peace. 
 

Today I will Declare:  I am not alone! I am united with my brothers and sisters in Christ.  Today I 

will make every effort to live in peace with all Christians. 
 

Day 27: Warfare 
 
EPHESIANS 6:15   For shoes, put on the peace that comes from the Good News so that you will be fully 
prepared. 
 

Today I will Declare:  God has prepared me for spiritual warfare so I can stand in peace.  I am 

confident in the salvation my God gave me.  I will stand on the Rock of my Salvation, trusting that He 
will guide me steps today. 
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Day 28: Rule 
 
COLOSSIANS 3:15   And let the peace that comes from Christ rule in your hearts. For as members of one 
body you are called to live in peace. And always be thankful. 
 

Today I will Declare:  God’s peace rules my heart and all other things must submit to Him. I will 

fulfill my mandate to live in God’s peace today.  I set my mind on the good things God is doing.  
 

Day 29: Holy 
 
1 THESSALONIANS 5:23-24   Now may the God of peace make you holy in every way and may your whole 
spirit and soul and body be kept blameless until our Lord Jesus Christ comes again. God will make this 
happen, for he who calls you is faithful. 
 

Today I will Declare:  God has the power and authority to make me holy in every way, every day.  

God is faithful to redeem every part of my spirit, every part of my soul and every part of my body. I 
declare God is faithful to fulfill this promise to me. 

Day 30: Harvest 
 
JAMES 3:18   And those who are peacemakers will plant seeds of peace and reap a harvest of 
righteousness. 
 

Today I will Declare:  I will enjoy the harvest of righteousness.  I will find opportunities to plant 

seeds of peace as I expectantly look for opportunities today. God has given me everything I need to be 
a peacemaker. 
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
